Students who intend to avail Freeship or Fee Concession should submit an
application to the Head of the Institution.

Sanction of Concession is subject to the academic performance and class
attendance of students.

Economically disadvantaged students and students who have not availed
any other scholarship will be given preference.

Due to the ongoing pandemic, all educational institutions of West Bengal have
remained barred to students since 15 March. The Honorable Chief Minister decreed for
the shutdown to remain in effect until 10 June. Due to the current situation, the question
of what action ought to be taken regarding the fees of educational institutions has been
a topic of discussion among those concerned. P.N. Das College, under the purview of
the West Bengal State University, has made the decision to offer its students a
concession in their educational fees. The students have been informed of said decision
as well. However, the Principal, Dr. Sharmila De has specified that this concession will
be offered on the basis of the monthly attendance of each student. She informed that the
BPL category students will receive a 100% concession, while the rest will receive a 50%
concession. However, the attainment of concessions will depend upon each student’s
attendance in the online classes that are currently being offered by the college. If the
pupil has an attendance of above 75% in online classes, he or she will be eligible to avail
himself or herself of the concession in fees. In the event that a pupil’s attendance is
-~ above 60%, their circumstances may be likely to be taken into consideration for being
offered the concession. Students in the BPL category will be required to provide
relevant documentation while availing themselves of the concession. The college
spokespersons have informed that students are oingated. to pay a monthly fee ranging
from Rs. 225 to Rs. 400 as their institutional fees. Students in the Science streams have to
pay a greater amount in comparison to the rest. However, General course students have
to pay a much lesser amount. A good number of the students in this college are first
generation learners. Many of them had informed their respective departmental teachers
of facing difficulties in availing themselves of internet facilities and services required to
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attend the online classes.
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
